BOOKING CONDITIONS
DEPOSITS:

Deposit of $400 per person is due immediately to hold a place on the tour.

Early Bird prices effective through January 1, 2011. Deposit postmarked after this date will be subject to a $75 Late Fee per person.
Balance for the trip is due no later than March 1, 2011. Balance not received by this date will be subject to a $75 Late Fee.

Prices are based on a minimum of 30 people traveling. The tour price is subject to an increase if numbers fall short of this for the full tour.
CANCELLATIONPOLICY:

There will be a $200 cancellation fee prior to January 1,2011.

There will be a $400 cancellation fee January 1,2011 - February 28, 2011.

100% of the tour price will be nonrefundable as of March 1,2011, although this may be covered by travel and trip cancellation insurance. There can be
no partial refund for unused rooms, tickets, etc.

In all cases, notice of cancellation must be made in writing.
ARRIVAL:

Forthe Full Tour, our first official event will be dinner on Thursday, April 28. We will be departing for the Cajun trip on Monday morning, May 2, at 9 AM
fromthe lobby of the Bourbon Orleans Hotel. If you are coming on the "Cajun Only" portion of the trip, you must meet us by this time or you will be responsible
for arranging your own transportation to Eunice and joining the tour there. No refund can be made for any activities that you may have missed.

TOURINCLUDES:

Full Tour (April 28 - May 5) includes all hotels in New Orleans and the Cajun Country, festival tickets for two (2) days of the first weekend of the New
Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival, plus alltransportation, events and most meals in the Cajun Country. The Thursday Extension (May 5) includes hotel only.
Second Weekend Add On (May 6 - May 9) is only available to those taking the Full Tour, andincludes hotel plus two (2) Jazz Festtickets that can be used
either Friday, Saturday, or Sunday.

ROOMMATES:

If you are travelling alone, we will try to find a suitable roommate for you. This is usually not a problem and can actually add to the enjoyment of the trip.
However, if aroommate is not available, you will be required to pay the single supplement of $650 for the Full Tour, $90 for the "Cajun Only" trip, $80 for
the Wednesday April 27 extension, $115 for the Thursday May 5 extension and $350 for the Second Weekend Add On as applicable.

CAJUNCOUNTRYONLY:

Limited space is available forthe Cajun Only package. Preference is givento those signing up for the Full Tour, as well asto those joining us forthe Welcoming
Dinnerin New Orleans on Thursday, April 28.
